WEST END FOOTBALL FACILITY 
Greggs using facility as discussed/agreed at last meeting –schedule of dates received – 

Clerk negotiating with Bursar although having difficulty contacting him.  Awaiting reply to e-mail.

New drainage issue which groundstaff believe is a result of installation of new pitch at Greggs.  Bursar stated their contractor did not consider it was necessary to put in drainage as the water would find lowest point.  However, one goal area of Cutbush Lane is now very wet – so will have implications next season.  Estimate of £1000 to install French drain and drains to meet existing drainage.  Will need to be done before 2010/2011 season starts.

Skip at Allotments this weekend – some new allotments holders have had to clear significant amounts
of rubbish left by previous tenants.

Rollalong shed – was moved.  E-mail from Cllr.Prof. A Restfollowing his visit this week – spoke to
groundstaff – don’t consider this a problem.  Suggest moving the boundary for this row of allotments 
– some tenants already maintain this area anyway.  

Complaint received from allotment holder (12a) regarding maintenance work carried out by the

ground staff in the car park area without due regard to vehicles parked.  Response sent stating that

groundstaff had tried to make contact but had taken extreme care near vehicle and confident that no
damage was done.

WEGAA report to Annual Parish Assembly criticising maintenance at allotment site.  Clerk to draft a
letter in response.
Extending allotment provision

After the last meeting, Clerk spoke to Jon Riddell – LAC for HEWEB regarding the area vacated by the grazier – and he suggested that the Clerk should apply to HEWEB for a grant to create additional allotment plots.  Copy of Jon Riddell’s report which will go to HEWEB for consideration on 7th June - to be tabled. It is hoped that all new plots will be allocated by the end of the year.
