1.   Construction of barn to provide storage/garage/workshop facilities, Hatch 
                             Grange - Update

Tender returned on 22nd June 2010 from main contractors and opened in the presence of Councillors Mrs Atherton and Humphreys.  The Clerk had previously circulated notes of the tender opening by e-mail to all Councillors.  Tenders were received from:

Hemdean Builders; Gregory Havant Ltd.; John Hobden Ltd. and Dart & Son (Builders) Ltd.
Derek Phillips, the Architect, is currently working through these tenders with the Quantity Surveyor and will contact three contractors prior to making any recommendations to the Parish Council.  The Architect was visiting EBC on 23rd June with all the information for the Planning Officer in order for the planning conditions to be discharged – cost £85.

The Clerk will be meeting with Jon Riddell from EBC next week to discuss the amount to be requested from HEWEB.

A discussion followed with regard to the building costs and it was agreed that the main shell of the building should be put in place. The other works required, depending on budget available, could be carried out in-house or by using other local trades people.
2.  Carnival  
The Clerk advised that a complaint had been received from a resident of    Hatch Mead concerning the noise levels on Sunday morning.  Cllr      Broomfield commented that he had not received any other complaints from      local residents in the area.  He stressed that the Sealed Knot had done an      excellent job and asked if Mrs Ramseyer, Assistant to the Clerk, could send an 

     e-mail to the Sealed Knot thanking them for leaving the site clean and tidy.

3.  Main Hall Lights  

     The Clerk advised that one set of lights need to be replaced.

PCSO

1. The Clerk advised that she has been in contact with the Police and Jon Riddell ref. letter received from Orchard Homes regarding youths in Marlhill Copse.  It has been established that this land is privately owned.
2. Ongoing problem with mopeds in Harbourne Gardens.  This may be mentioned at the next Community Safety Forum on 5th July.
3. Due to the problems with local residents affected by the road closures whilst the Carnival Walking Parade took place, it was suggested that an individual letter be sent to all those residents advising them of the closure prior to the 2011 Carnival.
2010/2011 Budget

The Clerk tabled a summary of projects identified to date.  It was agreed that the Clerk will add ‘Allotments’ to the list.  Councillor Broomfield suggested that WEGAA (West End Garden & Allotment Association) be asked for their input to this section as to what is needed.
The Clerk asked if Councillors wish to visit each facility and see for themselves the work that will be needed to be considered in the budget over the next three years.  It was decided that prior to the next meeting on 28th July, the Committee will meet at the Fire Station at 6.30 p.m.

REPORT ON PERSONNEL & DEVELOPMENT

The Clerk suggested that the Parish Office administrative staff become involved with the admin work for the 2011 Carnival.  Councillors were asked if they agreed to this support being given to the Carnival Committee.  Councillor Mrs Sortwell commented that she felt it showed the Council’s commitment to the Carnival and was happy for the staff to get involved with the admin.  Councillor Noyce commented that if the staff were able to fit the extra work in during their normal working hours this would be OK, but not if it involved extra hours and pay.  It was proposed by Councillor Noyce and seconded by Councillor Mrs Atherton to hand over the admin for the 2011 Carnival to Laura Cooke and her team.  This was agreed unanimously with one abstention as Councillor Broomfield is Chairman of the Carnival Committee.  Councillor Mrs Sortwell commented that the groundstaff, office staff, stewards and marshals should be thanked for their support given to this year’s Carnival.
Youth Club – Shaun Hillier will be on a work placement from July for a period of one year but he has asked to remain on a zero hour contract.  Hannah Rowe has offered to take over his 3 hours.  It was agreed to amend Hannah’s contract accordingly.
Independent Safeguarding Authority – in its recent document ‘The Coalition: Our Programme for Government’, the Government set out its aim to ‘review the criminal records and vetting and barring regime and scale it back to common sense levels’.  In order to deliver this promise and carry out the remodelling, the Vetting and Barring Scheme will be halted.  As a result, the Clerk has not yet contacted Ellis Whittam regarding this.

Ellis Whittam will be visiting the Parish Centre on 6th July to update Health & Safety.

Two pupils from Wildern School are starting on Monday, 28th June for 2 weeks work experience.  The two pupils are Tom Penny and Daniel Turl.
