PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Enforcement List from Eastleigh Borough Council.  There were two new breaches registered in West End. The Clerk commented that she has met with Mr Phil Wiseman from EBC who suggested that she attends future HEWEB Enforcement Liaison meetings.  However if the Clerk is unable to attend someone on the Planning & Highways Committee should attend.  Currently Cllr Noyce attends from West End but as he is not on the P & H Committee, the Parish Council are not receiving updates, as Cllr Noyce is not able to report to Full Council as the information is confidential. 2. EBC Enforcement questionnaire. Cllr Humphreys has now completed the questionnaire.
3. The Clerk has received the HEWEB Agenda for 19th April and it was noted that Planning Application F/10/66606 47 Holly Gardens, West End has been refused.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. E-mail notification received ref. resurfacing works at the junction of Bubb Lane and Burnetts Lane.  The work will be undertaken on Thursday, 29th April 2010 by Mildren Construction.  The works will require the junction being closed throughout this day only.
2. Notification received of approval of temporary direction signs for the Rose Bowl cricket matches on 22nd June and 14th August 2010.  Full details available in the Rose Bowl Neighbourhood Newsletter currently being distributed.

3. Hampshire County Council Highway Bulletin for April 2010 received.

4. Notification received from Hampshire Highways that void in footpath adjacent to the motorway bridge in Allington Lane has been filled and made safe, however, pipe in footway needs further investigation as this may be the cause of the defect.  Cllr McKay commented that he felt the footpath had not been made safe.  Hampshire Highways to be notified that the Committee were concerned the pathway was still a hazard.
5. Streetscene Bulletin received.  The Clerk commented that the Parish have been asked to pay £750 for the spring bulbs planted in the Upmill area of West End.  The Clerk was not aware at the time of agreeing to the planting of the bulbs that the Parish would be charged.  This will be referred to the Recreation and Environment Committee on 21st April 2010.
6. Cllr Prof Rest has spoken to Jon Riddell at EBC and has been advised that EBC and HCC will continue to respond to letters from residents with regard to such matters as crossing points, etc but they are not able to communicate all matters to West End Parish Council.
7. Other Highway Matters:

Cllr Dickinson mentioned the following -

· Environment Agency need to make good the area next to the Texaco petrol station in Swaythling Road on completion of the work carried out by Mackley Construction. 
· A tree in Eden Road has fallen over and needs to be cut down and removed.
· 16 Ullswater Avenue – encroachment onto the land alongside the property.
Cllr Ms Mortimer mentioned the following – 

· Lamp post at the end of Allington Lane where it meets Quob Lane is surrounded by trees and hence light is not visible.  Clerk to ascertain lamp post number in order to report to Hampshire Highways.
· Political signs – should there be planning permission for large signs?  The Clerk responded that there is no enforcement during an election period.
