PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Enforcement List from Eastleigh Borough Council.  There was 1 new breach registered in West End. E-mail circulated to Committee members detailing concluded and current breaches.  The Clerk advised she will be attending Enforcement Meeting on Wednesday, 19th May 2010.
2. Letter received from Tyco Electronics ref. Proposed Base Station Upgrade CS: 3899 Moorgreen Road.  The Vodaphone Group and the Telefonica Group have formed a strategic partnership to share mobile assets and as a result will consolidate the number of base stations required through sharing, which will significantly reduce the environmental impact of network development.  There is a specific requirement for a radio base station upgrade at this location to provide O2 with 3G coverage in the West End area.  The Clerk asked for any comments?  It was noted that the Committee wished to applaud the joint sharing of the mobile assets.
3. Notification received from EBC regarding the opening of the new Best Buy shop on Friday, 28th May and that large numbers of visitors are expected and potential traffic pressures over the Bank Holiday weekend.  Rose Bowl match on the Sunday will add to this.  All planned road works in the area will be postponed.  The Clerk will forward the  e-mail to all Councillors.
4. Cllr Prof Rest commented that he had received a letter from Southampton City Council ref. Local Development Framework: Planning Southampton to 2026.  A schedule is available which includes all the comments made and their responses from the Planning & Sustainability Division of SCC.  The next formal consultation stage of the CCAP will now be in summer 2011.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. E-mail from EBC: Following a recent subsidence claim, and as per their pro active survey, EBC will be removing a line of Poplar, 1 Ash and 1 Oak in a stretch of land between Hatch Mead and Barbe Baker Avenue.  This should take place within the next 6 weeks.  It is envisaged the visual impact will be minimal and it should allow the native trees and shrubs to prosper.  Map showing location tabled.
2. E-mail from EBC: For information just in case any members of the public ring in over the next few days, a very large prominent beech tree in the garden of 37 Chalk Hill is to be felled.  The tree was protected by a TPO but unfortunately there was visual evidence of fungal growth and subsequent ultrasound analysis of the tree trunk has identified internal decay thus rendering the tree unsafe.  A replacement beech tree will be planted by the owner in due course.
3. Other Highway Matters: 
Cllr Prof Rest -

· Resurfacing work in St James’ Road is nearly finished.

· Expressed concern that the widening of the road in Moorgreen Road for the new refuge is not wide enough to provide safe access for pushchair and wheelchair users.  The Clerk will e-mail Jon Riddell for an update.
· 30 mph speed limit sign in Botley Road on the north side is surrounded by shrubbery.

Cllr Sortwell -

· Essential repairs in Townhill Way have now been carried out but there are still areas marked out for future repair.
· Commented that there will be a parking problem in Culvery Gardens due to the new development opposite, as there will be insufficient parking for residents when the development is complete.

Cllr McKay -

· Hole next to the motorway bridge in Allington Lane has now been filled properly.

· Lamp out between motorway bridge and IVCP.  Cllr McKay will provide number of lamp post in order to report to Highways.

Cllr Ms Mortimer

· Street light at the end of Quob Lane still surrounded by trees.
