Matters arising:


Natural England – Cllr Dickinson advised he had received a letter from The Friends of Hatch Grange concerning communications with Natural England and had replied to Charlotte Rose at Natural England with regard to a grant.  Problems arose in that the initial contact was made without the knowledge of the Parish Council and Charlotte Rose was shown around a Parish asset without the knowledge of the Clerk.  Cllr Prof Rest proposed that all contact with outside bodies should be through the Clerk.  Cllr Dickinson commented that Councillors should always remember they are a Parish Councillor when matters relate to Parish assets and Hatch Grange and Megan Green belong to the Parish.  The Friends of Hatch Grange have no authority and West End Parish Council have full authority of this asset.  All communications with outside bodies concerning this asset must be discussed initially with the Clerk to find out if you can do whatever you are proposing to do.  It will then have to go to Committee or Full Council.  It is not etiquette to by-pass the Clerk and you will find that in the Standing Orders it states that you should contact the Clerk.  Cllr Mrs Sortwell commented that we must remember that no one Councillor has the authority on any matters.  All matters concerning assets of the Parish must go through the Clerk.  It was noted that the Clerk has now been in touch with Ms Rose and is trying to arrange a meeting for members of the Recreation and Environment Committee to meet with her.  This will be discussed at the next meeting, although Ms Rose has suggested an afternoon meeting on 21st July at 2.30 pm if members are able to attend.

Allotments – Cllr Dickinson advised that land has been relinquished by a grazier.  It was agreed that the Clerk would advertise for a new grazier for a fixed period whilst the Parish Council built up funds to turn this area into allotments.  However, the Clerk has since spoken to Jon Riddell, Local Area Co-ordinator for HEWEB, who agreed to take a grant request to HEWEB for consideration.  The Clerk has therefore put together some figures for Jon Riddell and is waiting to hear if a grant will be available.  The area should provide a further 25 to 30 plots.  

Cllr Broomfield commented that with regard to allotments, he was disappointed with the report by the Secretary of West End Gardens and Allotment Association given at the recent Annual Parish Meeting.  He felt the comments were unfair towards the Parish Council and the Clerk will take this matter up at the next Recreation and Environment Committee meeting.  Cllr Mrs Sortwell replied that she agreed with Cllr Broomfield that the APM is not the place to criticise the Parish Council, the report given should have been an update throughout the year.  She said we know the Parish staff and Councillors keep an eye on the allotments on a regular basis.

POLICE REPORT / PCSO:  

Crime figures for West End, Hedge End and Botley were not available.  PCSO Ed Pritt advised that figures can now be found on the website www.hampshire.police.uk by putting in your post code and accessing CADDIE.
PCSO Ed Pritt reported on the following:
· Due to a decrease in Vehicle Crime, West End has been taken off the Tactical Co-ordination Group list.
· Increase in Arson in the West End Copse area e.g. grass fires.  Police are taking action with Hampshire Fire and Rescue and countryside officers.  
· Decrease in Anti-Social Behaviour in Tesco Express.  On-going action working with Youth Offending Team, Bitterne Police Station and Southampton City Council.
· Recent emerging crime trend in surrounding areas with theft of catalytic converters.  Crime prevention with local businesses on-going.
Cllr Broomfield asked if the arsons are accidental or deliberate?  PCSO Pritt replied that they were deliberate and are now being taken quite seriously.  He advised we are now sending young people on Arson Awareness courses.

· Recent joint fund raising event with West End Pre-School raised £1000.
· Members of Youth Club and Youth Leaders have started painting the wall in the car park.

West End Carnival –  Cllr Broomfield reported on the following:

· Meeting with Sealed Knot last week – they wish to increase size of their caravan area.
· Booking for the stalls has gone very well.
· Now in contact with local schools inviting them to come along, especially on the Sunday morning.

· Looking at organising a Treasure Hunt on Sunday morning with the help of the Friends of Hatch Grange.

Friends of Hatch Grange – No minutes received.
Wildern Management – Cllr Mrs M Durham attended the meeting on 20th April 2010.  She reported on the following:

· The Archery Activity has seen an increase in numbers, juniors and adults but not many teenagers.  This may be due to the examination period in progress.
· Finances – the Leisure Centre made a revenue increase of £54,000 and the D@art Centre £12,000.  £35,000 was transferred into the Development Fund and will be used in a phased-in programme of renewing fitness facilities.
· Software proposal – the present system has no scope for development and there is no integration between the Leisure Centre and D@art Centre so error and data loss.  It is hoped that a new system can be installed in time for the expiry of the current system.
Rose Bowl Liaison – Meeting held on 29th April.  Minutes circulated to all Councillors.
