PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Eastleigh Borough Council Enforcement list, there are three new breaches reported in West End.

2. The Clerk has received a request from Bitterne Local History Society for help with parking for an event they are holding at Gregg School on 16th April 2011. It was agreed that the football facility car park could be made available, but as the event is during the football season, it is likely to be in use by teams using the pitches. Councillors discussed whether any other sites may be suitable. The Parish Council does not have any suitable ground in the vicinity, it was suggested that the Clerk contact Bitterne History Society and ask if they would consider contacting Townhill School to find out if their car park could be made available for the event.. 
3. The Parish Council has received requests from residents of Ingersley Rise and Patricia Close, asking for tree work to be carried out. As there will be no Recreation and Environment Committee meeting this month, the Clerk reported to the Planning and Highways Committee that the groundsmen have looked at the trees and have agreed to do some cutting back after bird nesting season.

4. An invitation to attend a buffet lunch on Friday 2nd July at Development Control, Eastleigh Borough Council has been received. This event will be held to enable the assessor for the Customer Excellence Award to meet colleagues and partners of the Development Control department as part of the assessment process. Councillor M McKay agreed to attend and Councillor Ms A Mortimer said she would also try to attend.
5. An e-mail has been received asking for comments on the proposed revisions to Eastleigh Borough Council’s Sustainability Appraisal/Strategic Environmental Assessment Scoping Report for the Local Development Framework. Councillor Ms A Mortimer agreed to look at the document and will provide comments.

6. The inquiry regarding Chalcroft Distribution Centre was adjourned, as the original date set clashed with the general election.  The Clerk has received an e-mail from Eastleigh Borough Council to say that they have received notification that the Inspector to whom the case had been allocated is leaving in July and no new Inspector has been appointed. A new date will not be set until an Inspector is available.   
7. A complaint has been received from a resident of Western Road regarding insufficient parking restriction measures at recent cricket matches.  An e-mail has been received from Jon Riddell, the HEWEB Local Area Co-ordinator, to say that Eastleigh Borough Council will be considering permanent Traffic Regulation Order for Telegraph Road.

8. ‘Open Space’ the magazine of the Open Spaces Society received.

9. An invitation to CPRE’s South Hants meeting on 22nd June 2010 at Bishop’s Waltham has been received.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. The Clerk reported that 60 tyres were dumped in the entrance to the Cutbush Lane football facility over the bank holiday weekend. Mrs Ramseyer contacted Gordon Rowe, Eastleigh Borough Council’s Environmental Enforcement Officer and he had been very helpful in providing details of who she needed to contact for assistance. The cost to have the tyres removed was £62.50 (55 car tyres @ £1.00; 5 van tyres @ £1.50)

2. A complaint was received about the telephone box in Moorgreen Road. The kiosk is obscured by overgrown hedges.  This has been reported to Hampshire Highways who will deal with this.

3. The Clerk has spoken to Hampshire County Council regarding the Allington Lane roundabout safety scheme which will include installation of new anti-skid surfacing and new markings/cycle symbols.   HCC confirmed that the decision to do this work was based on injury and accident statistics for the last three years, about which the Police had raised concern.  There have been sixteen accidents, three of which were serious and eight due to wet conditions.

4. Highway Bulletin – Eastleigh Directory of Highway Works for June 2010 received from HCC and was tabled.
5. The date for next HAT Highways meeting has not yet been set, but will be advertised in due course.

6. Notification has been received regarding the closure of Quob Lane (Allington Lane to roundabout Quob Lane/Barbe Baker Avenue) from 15th July. Councillors reported that the pot holes in Quob Lane have reappeared; however as the road closure is for resurfacing, it would not be necessary to report this again.
