1. The Clerk has received the Eastleigh Borough Council Enforcement list, there were 3 breaches reported in West End.  
2. Application for a Certificate of Lawfulness of existing use of land at Unit 1, Seddul Bahr, Allington Lane, West End – Live/work unit has been refused by EBC.  E-mail received listing reasons for refusal.
3. Letter received from Chairman of Burnetts Lane Residents Association to EBC requesting clarification of the planning status of the various units at Chalcroft Distribution Park and to clarify the planning status of the site itself.  Response from EBC Planning & Litigation Department advising Office of the Traffic Commissioner (OTC) have separate Disciplinary Inquiry with regard to G J Cooper’s licence with update due late December.    
4. E-mail notification of the time scale of works for the Go-Ape development at Itchen Valley Country Park – to be completed by April 2011.

3. E-mail from Richard Bastow, EBC giving details of Hampshire Highways Eastleigh Footway Salting Zones.  Request from Parishes for assistance and details provided.  Councillor Ms Mortimer proposed a vote of thanks to the ground staff for their hard work during the recent bad weather.  This was seconded by Councillor Humphreys and the Committee agreed unanimously.

6. Blind Lane, West End – Please note that this road will be closed to through traffic on Tuesday, 7th December 2010 for 3 days.  The closure is in place to allow carriageway resurfacing to be undertaken.  A diversion will be set up for the works duration and will direct traffic via Bubb Lane and Burnetts Lane.

7. Hope Road traffic issues - correspondence between Councillor Tennent and local resident with regard to traffic calming or speed reducing features.  Councillor Tennent had passed this on to the Planning & Highways Committee for consideration.  Following discussions,  the Committee asked the Clerk to respond to Councillor Tennent and the local resident advising they consider other areas in West End to have more priority than Hope Road, although they sympathise with the resident’s concern in this matter.
8. Update from Jon Riddell – 

· Reported to HEWEB the Townhill Way crossing point with reflective bollards was completed ahead of schedule by approved contractors

· Estimates for new street lighting (one in Duddon Close, one in Harbourne Gardens (footpath link), one in Creedy Gardens, one in Torridge Gardens and one on the footpath link to Atlantic Park View.  These estimates are being challenged as SEC costs appear to be excessive at £10,500.
