The Clerk advised the draft has now been received from the printers.  The launch will be co-ordinated at the Full Parish Council meeting in February and will be delivered to all residents by end of February.  The printers have confirmed that final copies will be delivered to the Parish Centre by 8th February.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. Works affecting highways for January received.  Previously circulated to Committee members via e-mail.  Burnetts Lane, West End – Resurface carriageway from entrance to distribution depot to south of railway bridge; Chapel Close/Road, West End – replace gas main.
2. Highways Agency leaflet received – Helping You with Your Journeys.
3. Minutes of Eastleigh Passenger Transport Forum Notes held on 25th November 2009.  Dates for 2010 meetings:  Thursday 13th May 2010, 10 am to 12.30 pm and Thursday 14th October 2010, 10 am to 12.30 pm.  Venues to be confirmed.  Clerk to e-mail document to all Committee members.  
4. E-mail correspondence reference A27 Swaythling Road Drainage Works.  It was noted that the bulbs will be replaced if they do not come up in the spring.
5. Culvery Gardens parking issues.  This matter has now been resolved and contractors are now parking on site.
6. Requests for grit bins.  Residents have requested grit bins in the following roads:

Oak Vale; Upmill; Glenlea Drive; Orchards Way; Western Road; Windemere Road; Woodland Mews/Winton Court; West End Road and Eden Road.

An e-mail has been received from EBC stating they have alerted HCC for the need of two bins in West End where there have been accidents reported of slipping and cars skidding at junctions in West End Road and Eden Road.  
It was decided that the list of sites so far identified, which should also include the Parish Centre, would be e-mailed to EBC.  The Clerk commented that there is no money in the Parish budget to provide any grit bins at the current time.  However a survey needs to be conducted to establish where grit bins are needed rather than have them placed ad hoc round the Parish.  Funding will be discussed once the final list has been compiled.
7. E-mail received from Hampshire Highways requesting assistance to deal with predicted bad weather.

8. E-mail received regarding closure of West End High Street between its junctions with Barbe Baker Avenue and the Midlands Estate to eastbound traffic to enable Southern Water to carry out emergency repairs to a collapsed sewer.  Work commenced 30th December 2009 for a maximum of 21 days.
9. St James Road, West End – the Clerk was asked to report the poor quality of the temporary road re-surfacing.

10. Pot Holes.  The following pot holes were noted and will be reported to Hampshire Highways:

Church Hill – pot hole near dotted road line on left after traffic lights in Swaythling Road.

Wylie Close- work still outstanding on previously reported pot hole.
Townhill Farm Way – pot hole near bus stop opposite the shops.

Upper New Road – pot hole at the top of the road near to the layby/car park.

Barbe Baker Avenue – temporary repair breaking up on left going from Tesco Express towards Hatch Mead.

11. Councillor Prof Rest commented on the recent news that Hamble Parish Council will be providing their own travel token scheme.  The Clerk will contact Hamble Parish to find out more details i.e. how they are funding the scheme and how many residents have applied.

12. Councillor Dickinson reported an encroachment by a resident in Ullswater Avenue, West End.  Councillor Dickinson was asked to find out more specific information and the Clerk will then contact Enforcement.
