PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Enforcement List from Eastleigh Borough Council.  There were 3 new breaches registered in West End. 
2. EBC Enforcement questionnaire. A discussion took place and it was agreed that the Clerk will liaise with Cllr Humphreys in order to complete and return the questionnaire.
3. The Clerk will be meeting with Phil Wiseman from Enforcement on Friday, 9th April to discuss current issues in West End and how he wants to work with the Parish Council.
4. E-mail from Jon Riddell from EBC with reference to GIS (Geographical Information Systems) Access for Parish Councils.  Guidance document tabled.  It was agreed that this was not felt worthwhile at the current time but will be reviewed if necessary in the future.
5. Open space at Harbourne Gardens, West End.  Clerk received telephone call from a resident of Duddon Close concerned that Foreman Homes had told her they would be building on the open space between Duddon Close and Harbourne Gardens.  Clerk contacted Jon Riddell for clarification and e-mail response received confirming that Foreman Homes have approached EBC to enquire if the Cabinet would sell the land.  The Cabinet (who hold all land portfolios) have an ‘open mind’ and have requested a consultation be undertaken with a report back to them, but this will not happen until after the elections.  A planning application would be required but the first issue would be the Cabinet’s view.
6. Notification received from First Wessex Housing Society advising they will be redeveloping 75-81 Midlands Estate.  Residents will be re-housed whilst the work is in progress and moved back in on completion.  3-4 year time scale.
7. Clerk reminded the Committee that the next Rose Bowl Meeting will take place on 29th April 2010.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. Proposed cycle route from Sharon Road to Swaythling Road and Sharon Road via Barbe Baker Avenue to Moorgreen Road.  Consultation plans received from EBC which have been displayed in foyer for 2 weeks with response sheet.  Clerk unaware of any comments received from members of the public.  E-mail received from Gordon Wilkinson at EBC in response to Clerk’s queries:
· The shared section between Sharon Road and Quob Lane will not have markings, except at the start and end directing cycles on and off the route.  It is not standard practice to put markings on shared cycleways.  If the footway was wide enough for a segregated cycleway (which it is not) then this would be accompanied with more markings.

· The on road sections from Quob Lane to Moorgreen Road and from Sharon Road to Swaythling Road will have a marking and sign at the locations shown on the plan.  Unfortunately without the introduction of waiting restrictions there will be nothing to prevent cars parking over the route.  We are targeting school children accessing the school so hopefully at these times of day on street parking will not be a major problem.
· Quob Lane.  I believe that Joe Folland was looking at this previously with regard to road markings approaching the roundabout.  There is little extra that we can do to improve the crossings here due to the width of the road.  There is already a central island which helps people cross the road more safely.

2. HAT meeting – 30th March 2010.  Cllr Prof Rest was not able to attend.  Copy of minutes from last meeting of 3rd December 2009 had been forwarded by e-mail and also tabled.  It was noted that Cllr Prof Rest would have raised the issue of motorway signage had he been able to attend.
3. Use of Moorgreen Road by funeral corteges.  Two complaints have been received from Moorgreen Road residents, one of which referred to a horse drawn hearse and the Clerk has received the following responses: 
E-mail received from Jon Riddell. There is an advisory route using Tollbar Way from both Southampton and Fair Oak and all funeral directors do know the routes.  There are no ‘enforcement powers’ available to HCC to restrict funerals.  It is considered acceptable that local residents use the Moorgreen Road route as this would be classified as local traffic and for safety reasons it is not recommended that a horse drawn hearse use Tollbar Way.
Response from Westerleigh.  The Wessex Vale crematorium is a facility open to families of residents across the County so it is quite possible that funerals will be arranged on behalf of Southampton residents.  17 signs have recently been erected to indicate ‘advisory routes’ to the crematorium which are signed from Southampton and Eastleigh.  Managers of the crematorium have regular liaison meetings with funeral directors and will ensure that directors are reminded of the advisory routes.  There have recently been three very local funeral processions that have used Moorgreen Road.
4. Letter received from resident of Moorhill Road – reference in Parish Plan ‘To alleviate the amount of traffic using West End High Street as a through route’ suggests that traffic should be encouraged to use the A27 or M27.  The Clerk has responded to letter and sent a copy to the Borough Councillors and County Councillor.
5. Highways Agency leaflet received – planned roadworks March – May 2010.
6. HCC Community Transport News publication received.  Clerk to e-mail copy to Cllr Ms Mortimer.
7. Other Highway Matters:

· Cllr McKay – Footpath on motorway bridge on eastern side of Allington Lane  towards Fair Oak – sinkhole with imminent collapse of pavement.
· Cllr Ms Mortimer – Quob Lane/Barbe Baker Avenue roundabout.  Has the Clerk had a response regarding speed of traffic?  The Clerk has not received a response as yet.
· Cllr Dickinson – Townhill Farm Way – pothole near bus stop/pedestrian crossover is getting worse.
