Cllr Ms Mortimer and Cllr Campbell both reported that they had received positive feedback from residents in Townhill Park.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. E-mail received from Hampshire Highways advising West End Road is due for surface dressing treatment in the summer and Allington Lane potholes have been temporarily made safe as this section of the carriageway has been identified for full carriageway resurfacing work.  It was noted that the temporary repairs in Allington Lane had disintegrated and will be re-reported.
2. Highways Bulletin from Hampshire Highways – new item: Moorgreen Road Pedestrian Refuge. 
3. Notification of proposed improvements to Junction 5 of M27. 
4. Notification from Jon Riddell advising of street nameplates to be replaced in the next few weeks:
Barbe Baker Avenue junction Sharon Road

Redwood Close junction Barbe Baker Avenue

Glenn Road junction Megan Road

Chapel Road junction High Street (2)
Chalk Hill junction West End Road (2)
West End Road junction Chalk Hill

Moorhill Road junction West End Road

5. Quob Lane/Barbe Baker Avenue roundabout – enquiry from Councillor Ms Mortimer to EBC asking if reflective traffic bollards could be installed to increase visibility and also act as a traffic calming measure.  A response has been received from Jon Riddell advising there have been no injuries along this stretch of road.  A discussion followed with several suggestions made including fluorescent signs marked ‘Speed Cameras in Operation at Various Times’ placed on lamp posts and reallocation of the portable device speed indicator.  Enquiry to be mapped with aim to have temporary followed by permanent signage installed, as local residents consider the area near to the roundabout ‘an accident waiting to happen’.
6. Further e-mail correspondence regarding proposed pedestrian refuge in Moorgreen Road.  A resident has strongly objected and contacted MP.  Councillor Prof Rest commented that the refuge was not safe for use by people with prams or wheelchairs as it was only a three brick crossing.  Councillor Campbell suggested that traffic calming should be considered as an alternative.  The Clerk will respond asking that EBC ensure that the refuge will be wide enough to accommodate both parent and pram, carer and wheelchair, etc.
7. Other Highway Matters:

· Councillor Dickinson had reported that the repaired drain in Townhill Farm Way had disintegrated and there was now another pothole about 10 feet away in the middle of the road.
· Many potholes have appeared in Quob Lane.
· Quob Cottage – fence obstructing junction with Allington Lane.

· Roundabout bollard lights out in Torridge Gardens and Quob Farm Close.

· Councillor Prof Rest suggested that councillors be responsible for various segments of West End with regard to potholes and it was agreed that the ground staff be asked to report potholes they notice when driving around West End.

· It was noted that the crocus display near the Texaco Garage in Swaythling Road was looking sparse.
