PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Enforcement List from Eastleigh Borough Council.  There were 3 new breaches registered in West End. List of current and concluded breaches received by e-mail on 25th January and forwarded to all Councillors on the Committee.
2. Biodiversity Supplementary Planning Document – Adopted December 2009 received from Eastleigh Borough Council.  Cllr McKay volunteered to read through the document.
3. Local Development Framework: Planning Southampton to 2026: Core Strategy Adoption received.
4. Invitation to Wickham and Whiteley Parish Council’s Planning Training Event on Wednesday, 10th February at a cost of £35 per delegate.  No Councillors present able to attend the training.
5. LAIS Information from Hampshire Association of Local Councils – Streamlining Planning Policy Statements (PPSs) – gradually replacing Planning Policy Guidance Notes (PPGs) – programme for streamlining document tabled for information.

WEST END PARISH COMMUNITY PLAN

The Clerk advised that once the ‘plan’ has been launched it will only need to be reviewed annually.  It was therefore agreed to remove West End Parish Community Plan from the agenda after the next meeting and look at it on a yearly basis.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. Flashing light in Townhill Way.  E-mail received from Hampshire Highways advising awaiting delivery of an order for parts to rectify the problem. 
2. Notification received of Telegraph Woods rhododendron clearance followed by chipping - commencing 8th February.  Cllr Sortwell commented that The National Trust states that rhododendrons must be burnt due to a fungus disease which affects this plant and others and therefore it is advised they should not be chipped.  The Clerk will pass this information to Eastleigh.
3. Telephone call received from resident in Telegraph Road expressing concern over surveying being carried out – particularly Dog Kennel Farm.
4. Complaints of grit left on pavements after recent bad weather.  Cllr Dickinson has received a call from resident in Tower Place, West End concerned that the grit left in the road will fill drains whilst installing the dropped kerbs.  Several other complaints received regarding grit left outside the shops in the High Street.  The Clerk agreed to contact Direct Services.
5. Residential car parking areas at Townhill – it has been suggested that the Parish Council could be more involved in projects with residents to make these areas safer.  The Clerk advised she had visited the areas concerned today with Jon Riddell from Eastleigh Borough Council and asked if anyone had any ideas to encourage tenants to look after parking areas and take responsibility for the communal areas.  It was suggested that advice on who to report issues to could be put on flyers and placed on notice boards etc and an article on the subject be included in the next Newsletter.  Cllr Ms Mortimer suggested that this issue be mentioned at the next Community Safety Forum.  Cllr Humphreys commented that a report had been carried out by EBC and the Police entitled Improving Community Safety which may be useful.
6. Cllr Prof Rest has contacted the Clerk advising that the post box by Fielders Court has still not been refurbished despite assurances from Hedge End Sorting Office.  The Clerk has now contacted Customer Services at Royal Mail.
7. Cllr McKay advised that the lighting bollards on the bridge crossing the motorway in Allington Lane are still not working.
8. Member of the public has reported that there is a lot of water accumulating near the bus stop in High Street where the recent collapsed drain repairs were carried out.
