PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Enforcement List from Eastleigh Borough Council.  There were 3 new breaches registered in West End. 
2. Letter from EBC ref. Tollbar Way, Hedge End – proposed Toucan crossing.
3. E-mail received from Jon Riddell at EBC ref. visit to Wessex Vale Crematorium – do any Councillors which to attend?  Cllr McKay, Cllr Sortwell, Cllr Mrs Sortwell and Cllr Dickinson would like to attend.
4. E-mail enquiry from EBC asking if WEP have any sites suitable as a taxi rank in West End.  After discussion the Committee agreed that the lay-bys in front of Nettos in the High Street could be suggested.
5. Article in ESPOPF ref. travel token scheme in Hamble.  Information from the Hamble Clerk advised that tokens will only issued to residents who cannot use buses and who have no access to household vehicles.  There are between 40-50 such people in Hamble, and they will be issued with £45 worth of £1 travel tokens for 2010 which the Parish Council redeem to the taxi companies and local voluntary driver scheme.  Funds have been set aside in next year’s budget to pay for this.  Cllr Prof Rest said we should monitor Hamble’s scheme during the year and look at it again next year.
6. Land at the junction of Moorgreen Road and Monarch Way (planning application 0/04/52765).  Livestock grazing illegally.  Notified by resident of Monarch way who was also concerned about the way the horses were being treated.  Notice put on the site requesting that livestock be removed by 18th January 2010.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. Requests for grit bins.  HCC have agreed to fund the installation.  Clerk advised that a list has been forwarded to EBC with locations in West End to be included in the list for HEWEB. 
2. A ‘thank you’ has been received from Richard Bastow for help during recent bad weather.
3. High Street collapsed drain.  Further e-mails received stating work extended and latest news is that it will be closed until 10th February 2010.  The original diversion route will remain in place until the road has re-opened.
4. E-mail received from EBC ref. closure of Ivy Lane to enable footway resurfacing by HCC during six month period from 15th February – work is expected to take one week.
5. E-mail received from Jon Riddell ref. bus stop shelter in Moorgreen Road.  The Clerk advised this item would also need to be discussed at the Policy and Resources Committee.  As part of the development gain from Moorgreen Road hospital site a replacement bus shelter will be required.  EBC have offered to take back responsibility from WEPC.  As the current shelter comprises of asbestos and would be costly to remove, it was proposed by Cllr N Dickinson that responsibility be passed back to EBC and this was seconded by Cllr Prof A Rest.  The decision was unanimous.
6. Pot holes reported at the last meeting.  E-mail response received from Hampshire Highways advising works have been raised.
7. Cllr McKay advised that the lighting bollards on the bridge crossing the motorway in Allington Lane are not working.
8. It was reported that a silver coloured car parking in Wylie Close is blocking the dropped kerb and a car is still parking in Allington Lane outside Peacehaven and blocking the pavement.

9. It was reported that the hazard lights for Townhill Infants School are still continuously flashing.  The Clerk will bring this to the attention of Borough Councillor Goodall.
