PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Enforcement List from Eastleigh Borough Council.  There were 3 new breaches registered in West End. 
2. Notification from EBC of proposed tree works re: Work to trees to rear of Edelvale Road. Work planned to commence before April 2010.  One resident does not want the work carried out.
3. Newsletter received from Burnetts Lane Residents Association – previously circulated by e-mail to members of the Committee.  It was noted Public Enquiry due to commence on Thursday, 22nd April 2010.
4. EBC have held a meeting to discuss the Strategic Development Area: N/NE Hedge End and it was decided the area was not large enough.  Matthew James, Project Feasibility Manager at EBC is looking into expanding the area to incorporate parts of West End North.  It was suggested that the Clerk invite Mr James to a Planning & Highways meeting to discuss the latest plans.  The Clerk will contact Mr James with dates of forthcoming Planning & Highways meetings and ask if he would come along and give a presentation. Clerk to forward e-mail with site characteristic plans to all councillors.
5. EBC included the Go Ape Project on the Agenda of the recent Environment Scrutiny Panel.  The Clerk agreed to bring the Minutes from this meeting to the next Planning & Highways meeting, if received.

WEST END PARISH COMMUNITY PLAN

The Clerk advised that the Parish Plan was launched at the Parish Council meeting held on 10th February and distribution to all households commenced on 15th February.  It was agreed that this item be left off future agendas and review the Plan on a yearly basis in October.  The Clerk was asked to keep a file of any comments received concerning the Plan.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. Flashing light in Townhill Way.  This problem has now been fixed.
2. Notification received of Telegraph Woods Rhododendron Clearance.  E-mail received from Kevin Young at EBC in response to Cllr Sortwell’s concern over sudden oak death.  As there is no evidence of an outbreak in Telegraph Woods, the Forestry Commission have agreed to allow chipping.

3. Finger Post Sign in Bubb Lane.  This was due to be relocated at the Museum but was damaged when contractors attempted to remove it.  The signage on the post has been retained to be refurbished.
4. Proposed Pedestrian Refuge in Moorgreen Road.  EBC have received an objection from a resident of Moorgreen Road but hopefully this will be resolved.
5. Clerk advised Cllr Prof Rest had notified her that the post box by Fielders Court has now been refurbished. 
6. Cllr McKay advised that the lighting bollards on the bridge crossing the motorway in Allington Lane have now been repaired.
7. Cllr Dickinson advised that the excess grit containing glass on the road in Tower Place had still not been swept.
8. Potholes.  The following potholes were reported and the information will be passed to Hampshire Highways for repair:
· Near entrance to burial ground in West End Road just past Ingersley Rise.

· Close to Woodland Mews in West End Road.

· Allington Lane – near Oakvale/Upmill roundabout.
