PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Eastleigh Borough Council Enforcement list, there were no breaches reported in West End.  The next EBC Enforcement meeting will be held on Wednesday, 5th January 2011 – the Clerk will attend.
2. Letter received from EBC Regeneration & Planning Policy ref. A New Plan for Eastleigh Borough – Parish Council Inputs.  It was decided the Clerk suggest a convenient date to meet with Tony Wright and Julia Norman when the Chair and Vice Chair of Planning & Highways Committee are available and invite all councillors when a date has been agreed.
3. Letter received from PC Jason Steel ref. parking issues – Rose Bowl.  The Clerk has responded to a letter of complaint from a local resident advising date of the next Rose Bowl Liaison meeting and that she will ensure that this subject is brought up at this meeting.
4. Rose Bowl Fixture List for 2011 – this was sent to all Councillors.
5. Notification received of Exercise Watermark – tabled.  Further information can be found on the website www.exercisewatermark.co.uk. 
6. Letter/e-mail received from Chairman of Burnetts Lane Residents Association ref. application by B & W Plant Hire to introduce a new haulage fleet company operating out of Chalcroft Distribution Park.  Burnetts Lane Residents Association is asking for support from the Parish Council to object to B & W Plant Hire operating out of Chalcroft.  A lengthy discussion took place and Councillor Dickinson proposed that due to the insufficient timescale and lack of information provided on the aspects of the operation, the Parish Council were unable to respond to this request.  This was seconded by Councillor Sortwell and the Committee agreed unanimously.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. Response received from Jon Riddell ref. Hope Road traffic issues.  The HEWEB list currently comprises of over 100 site reports and issues and these are reviewed by members, usually annually, and priorities are set for studies.  Jon Riddell has requested that accident data for Hope Road is checked as any hard evidence of a high increase in personal injury/ accident rates would ensure that the problem is given higher priority.
2. Bad Weather – the groundstaff are continuing to help Hampshire County Council.  Requests/suggestions have been received for additional grit bins i.e. the War Memorial, Kinsbourne Rise, Wessex Way (private road).  Councillor Ms Mortimer commented that the location of the grit bin in Quob Lane is not conveniently accessible to neighbouring properties – this will be queried with Hampshire Highways.  Mr Campbell suggested that as all new builds have to be provided with bin and cycle storage areas, perhaps grit bins should be added to this requirement and supplied by the building company.  The Clerk commented that this subject should be included in the meeting to be arranged with EBC ref. A New Plan for Eastleigh Borough.
3. Other Highway Matters –

Councillor Dickinson – hedge overhanging pathway along Arun Road and Wylie Close – Clerk advised this has been reported.

Councillor Sortwell – hedge overgrown in Townhill Way towards Ullswater Avenue and Culvery Gardens.  Only half of the hedge cutting has been completed.
