4. Planning Policy & Design News October 2011 received.
5. Planning Appeal received for 2 Nightingale Cottage, Burnetts Lane, West End – Two storey & single storey side extension.
6. HEWEB Agenda received – 7th November 2011.  Recommendations to note:
· Hawthorne House, Botley Road, West End, Southampton – grant Outline Permission

· Land to West of Romill Close, West End, Southampton – Permit

· Land at corner of Church Hill and High Street, West End, Southampton – Prior Approval is required and approved.

7. E-mail received from Eric Reed, Eastleigh Borough Council re. street name plates  for the new Rostron Close development – any Councillors able to attend the ceremony?  Councillors Asman and Farminer expressed an interest.  Mrs Karen Hartley will e-mail Eric Reed with names and ask if date has been confirmed for the event.
8. E-mail from Councillor Prof Rest re. Ashdene Compulsory Purchase Order – in response to e-mails between Mrs Wigley and Matt Blythe (EBC Environmental Health Manager).  The Committee asked Mrs Karen Hartley to contact Councillor Goodall asking for an update.  
9. Works Programme for Street Lighting PFI Project for November & December 2011 – public exhibition on 19th December in Winchester.  Any Councillor wish to attend?  No Councillors expressed an interest.  The Clerk had contacted Street Lighting previously and they advised West End is not schedule until February/March 2012.

10. Solar Panels – Councillor Mortimer asked if any Councillors present were aware of a limit to the number of solar panels on a property before planning permission is required.  Councillor Prof Rest commented that no planning permission is required at the present time.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. E-mail from Hayden Young, Hampshire County Highways re. grit bins confirming new grit bin to be installed at the junction of Thames Close and Arun Road.
2. E-mail correspondence re/ M27 overnight closures – several complaints have been received from residents and have been forwarded to the Police, Hampshire Highways and Councillor Tennent.

3. Correspondence re. traffic issues in West End including:                                                                                 

· Collision between motorcyclist and car in High Street, West End – Councillor Prof Rest has contacted the Police with regard to the high speed of vehicles in the High Street and PCSO Coppin has visited the High Street after 10 p.m. when the problem increases.  Automated speed signs have been suggested but no feedback as yet.
· West End Road 7.5 tonnes weight restriction – complaints received from residents.  Jon Riddell, EBC has proposed an automatic traffic survey/count be undertaken on West End Road.  He has requested a lamp column number be provided for any preferred locations for the ‘speed count’.  Councillor Mortimer suggested Councillors take lamp column numbers in the areas they feel would benefit from this and provide the Clerk with a list at the next meeting to pass to Jon Riddell.
· Local trader has raised concerns with traffic problems at the Chapel Road junction.  Potential accidents occur each day with a near miss recently of a lady pushing a pram on the pavement.  Installation of a mini-roundabout was suggested, especially due to the increase in traffic when Asda opens.  The Committee agreed to add this site to the ‘speed count’ list for Jon Riddell.

4. Any Other Highway Matters:

· Councillor Boulton expressed concern of the speed of traffic in Allington Lane.

· Councillor Hughes expressed concern of the speed of traffic at the junction of Church Hill and West End Road.
