TO CONSIDER A MOTION FROM COUNCILLOR CLARKE THAT THE PARISH COUNCIL USE £35,000 FROM COUNCIL RESERVES TO INSALL SOLAR PANELS ON THE PARISH CENTRE IN ORDER TO BENEFIT FROM CURRENT FITs (FEED IN TARIFFS)


It was proposed by Councillor Clarke that solar panels be installed on the Parish Centre.  This was seconded by Councillor Prof Rest and the Committee agreed unanimously.  The Clerk commented that she had received a revised quote stating the pay back tariff period will now be 10 years and not 8.  Also awaiting confirmation from Eastleigh Borough Council as to whether planning permission is required for installation of solar panels on the Parish Centre.  Councillor Clarke commented that although the pay back scheme has been extended to 10 years, in principle the project makes sense.  Councillor Prof Rest commented that the Parish Council would need to work to a tight deadline and the Clerk confirmed that providing planning permission is not required, this should be achievable.

Draft Budget.  Copy of draft budget based on 0% increase tabled for Councillors.  The Clerk asked that any comments/questions be forwarded to her prior to the next Policy & Resources meeting.  Councillor Prof Rest commented that if the Council perpetually have a 0% increase this will have an impact on the budget and this is why the solar energy project will help increase income in the future.

POLICE REPORT / PCSO:   
Crime figures for October 2011 were tabled.
PCSO Mica Coppin gave the following report:
· Continued Beat Surgeries at M&S / Sainsburys.
· Continue to work with EBC Antisocial Behaviour Officer, Jan Andrews, to jointly work with families who have young people involved with antisocial behaviour.  We continue to check a young person’s curfew.
· Directly after the Parish Council meeting last month, I was called to vehicle nuisance in Cutbush Lane.  Having attended, I stopped a male to speak to him and after a brief discussion, I called PC Steel who arrested the male for possession with intent to supply.
· We continued to work with other agencies and cross police border approach to anti-social behaviour issues being experienced in Windermere Road.  The fencing has now gone up and the pathway improvements have been done.
· I am dealing with a complaint of ongoing anti-social behaviour and have been working closely with First Wessex Housing on the matter.
· On 27/10/11 I went with the Eastleigh Borough Council Animal Welfare officer to visit a resident of West End to sign a dog behaviour contract.  This has specific conditions and will last one year.
· We are all continuing to work on Operation Nemesis, the burglary operation during the run up to Christmas.
· All officers were committed throughout our duties over the Halloween time to patrol and respond to incidents of anti-social behaviour.
· Please ‘like’ or ‘friend’ Hampshire Constabulary on Facebook or Twitter to get the latest updates on what is occurring and where, and relevant crime prevention advice.
Mrs Kimber questioned the large increase in criminal damage figures for October.  
PCSO Coppen confirmed that this was due to Halloween activities.

Hampshire Association of Local Councils (HALC)


Councillor Clarke gave the following report:

· Subscription fee increase not clear as £4,500 increase will be shared between Parish Councils across Hampshire.

· Hampshire County Council have cut subsidy again next year.

· Presentation from South Downs National Park Society.

· Presentation on the importance of play and play events scheme.

· Hampshire County Council has a pot of money available for play events, training for child minding etc.

· Steering Group set up and West End may be able to join up play areas e.g. link to skate park.
· Local schools to be consulted on provision of fitness and educational play.

· Young people to be involved in decision making for play areas.

· West End Parish Council need to set up a play strategy to introduce certain aspects via Joint Collaborative Tender Scheme – contact Melissa Juniper at Hampshire County Council.

· At Awards Ceremony particular regard was given to websites linking to Facebook and Twitter and also the involvement of children in local schools.  Councillor Clarke proposed at the next Policy & Resources Committee meeting, an item be put on the agenda to set up a Task Force for the Newsletter, the same as set up for the website.
· Parish Council should familiarise themselves with Awards For All grants – an award is received if 4 objectives met.  A grant could be used to purchase a projector screen for example.
Councillor Atherton commented that the Parish Council does consult with local schools with regard to equipment for play areas.  Councillor Prof Rest made a suggestion that wheelchair friendly gates are considered for installation.

REPORTS FROM COUNTY/BOROUGH:
County Councillor B Tennent gave the following report:
· Attended Minerals & Waste meeting – very controversial meeting re. gravel and clay extraction.  Two sites discussed: Hamble Airfield and Moors Valley.
· Grit Bins – any residents who come up with a good case still have the opportunity to request a bin.  Grit bins are now being filled – any empty bins can be reported to Eastleigh Borough Council (telephone number inside lid of bin).
· Health & Wellbeing Board being set up – transition stage at the moment with only 3 councillors.
· Libraries – change to hours.  Spoken to Local Area Co-ordinator, Jon Riddell, on how to save the library and also discussed Self Service Units.  This could be funded through developers’ contributions.
· Olympic Games – County of Hampshire will be the second most active for events taking place and will result in improvements around the County.

· Pensions – attended 4 pension meetings and update given.

Councillor Prof Rest asked if developers’ contributions would be used to extend the library?  Councillor Tennent said it is possible that some of the developers’ contributions would be used for the library but this is an on-going discussion with Jon Riddell.
Borough Councillor D Goodall gave the following report:

· Attended HEWEB LAC – applications approved for Hawthorne House, Botley Road, land at Romill Close and revised telephone mast at Church Hill.

· Attended SARC Board meeting – funding stable until next April; looked at flexible working to open 5 days a week.

· Attended Full Council meeting – launch of Local Area Plan from now until 2029.  Mainly members of the public were speaking against the Boorley Green development.

Borough Councillor D Clarke gave the following report:

· Library – Hampshire County Council already use volunteers.  Library closures do not mean someone will lose their job as some people will leave voluntarily.  Self service units cost £7,000 each.  
The Clerk commented that she has a meeting on 15th November with Jon Riddell to discuss future of library.  Councillor Clarke suggested a feasibility study is carried out.

· Attended West End Countryside Access Group.
· Youth Service – constitution drafted to attain charitable status.
Councillor Hannen suggested that library volunteers should include young people.

Borough Councillor B Tennent gave the following report:

· Draft Local Plan ratified  - now in second stage
· Attended Road Safety Council meeting

Mr Annetts
Asked Councillor Tennent the following:

a)
What action had been taken to clear brambles along Barbe Baker Avenue cycle path?
Councillor Tennent replied that he has been in contact with Eastleigh Borough Council for the last year to try and get the overgrown shrubbery cut back.  Work stopped on 1st April due to the nesting season and a resident complained that they did not want the ditch cleared.  Staff cutbacks have added to the problem.
b)
The grit bin between Hatch Mead and Barbe Baker has never been replaced.
Asked Councillor Clarke the following:
a) I am concerned over the amalgamation of play parks and skate parks as the majority of play parks fit into the remit of being near to residential housing.

Councillor Clarke replied that there is confusion on what type of skate park we are talking about e.g. one equivalent to Woodhouse Lane in Hedge End or a smaller half pipe skate park.  Guidelines are 50 metres from a house.  After next week’s meeting we will have to look at the question of siting again.  We will need to look at size, cost and target group of young people.
Councillor Goodall commented that West End Parish Council made the decision not to put a skate park within 100 metres of housing and we are not able to change the decision in the next 6 month period.

Mr Annetts asked if a percentage of the developers’ contributions going to West End Library are guaranteed as stated in The Focus.

Councillor Noyce replied that it is guaranteed but the Council do not know what the amount will be as yet.

Mr Hamilton
Asked if the developers’ contributions of £50,000 will definitely be used to extend the library?

The Clerk commented that a public consultation re. library closure is in place.  The developers’ contributions have yet to be finalised.
Mr Hamilton commented that he has heard on Radio Solent that £50 million is due to be spent on a hotel at the Rose Bowl and asked if the Eastleigh Borough Council will continue to pay £30 million towards this?

Councillor Goodall replied that nothing has gone through the Borough at the moment and they are still waiting for the Rose Bowl, lawyers and EBC to come to an agreement.
Mr Hamilton asked councillors to take up an enforcement issue in West End.  

Councillor Goodall asked the Clerk to contact Enforcement and ask for a notice to be given.
