TO ADOPT AMENDED STANDING ORDERS AS RECOMMENDED BY THE POLICY & RESOURCES COMMITTEE ON 27TH JULY 2011

The Chairman tabled copies of the amended Standing Orders and read out the changes.  Councillor Mrs Turl commented on Page 12, 7.2  “All Councillors shall undertake training in the Code of Conduct within 6 months of the delivery of their Declarations of Acceptance of Office.  

It was proposed by Councillor Goodall and seconded by Councillor Tennent to amend this to a 12 month period and adopt Standing Orders.  A vote was taken: 7 in favour, 4 against.  
Councillor Clarke noted that all Councillors were able to attend the Policy & Resources Committee meeting on 22nd June for the Review of Standing Orders but only Councillor Mrs Hannen came to the meeting.  He commented that a lot of work and compromises had been made and therefore was happy to support the recommendation.  Councillor Mrs Atherton commented that she felt that not all Councillors were happy with the amended Standing Orders.  Councillor Mrs Hannen commented that she would have preferred to have been involved in the review at a later stage as she felt she was very naïve due to being a new Councillor.  Councillor Goodall said that Standing Orders will be reviewed on a regular basis and they will be looked at again next year.  Councillor Clarke commented that all new Councillors faced this problem when joining the Parish Council in May and the review of Standing Orders usually takes place in May.  Unfortunately new Councillors do not get the benefit of training prior to becoming a Councillor.

Councillor Ms Mortimer noted that at the Planning & Highways Committee meeting held on 6th September only 3 Committee members attended.  This meeting would not have been quorate under the new Standing Orders.  Councillor Goodall commented that there were only 6 Parish Councillors on this Committee and asked if anyone present would like to fill the vacancy?  Councillor Mrs Hannen offered to attend one meeting per month and Councillor Mrs Durham offered to attend one also.  Councillor Goodall proposed that Councillors Mrs Hannen and Mrs Durham become the 7th Councillor on the Committee and they job share.  Councillor Ms Mortimer commented that as Chairman of the Committee, she would need continuity with regard to planning applications and felt that a job share scheme would not be suitable.  Councillor Clarke commented that ex-offico members should be used to make the meeting quorate.  He said that as a Chairman or Vice Chairman you should be prepared to attend meetings that are not quorate.  Councillor Clarke proposed that Councillor Mrs Durham be the official Committee member and this was seconded by Councillor Goodall.  The Committee agreed unanimously.

Recreation & Environment Committee Meeting of 20th July 2011

Cllr Mrs Hughes presented the minutes of the Recreation & Environment Committee Meeting held on 20th July 2011 and asked the Council to accept the recommendations contained therein with the following amendments:

56/11, page 4, Barnsland – Councillor Clarke requested that “Councillor T Noyce asked if the Clerk could start a reserve in the budget to enable the Parish Council to be able to provide a cricket facility in West End in the future” be changed to “Councillor Noyce asked the Clerk to refer the matter to Policy & Resources Committee ”.
62/11, page 7, West End Youth Club – bullet point 5 should read: “Contact has been made with the Rose Bowl” not the Rose Bowl Trust as this does not currently exist.


Last paragraph re. clarification regarding petition.  Councillor Goodall commented that he had received an e-mail stating that the Parish Council had ratified the petition at the last Full Council meeting.  He thought that this e-mail was unusual as the Full Council had not ratified a petition.  He said that the Parish Council will need to find a suitable area for a skate park and may need the help of the Rose Bowl Trust to fund the project.  Because we need the Rose Bowl’s help, we will need to negotiate with them in a friendly manner and not be ‘over-pushy’.  We need to persuade the Rose Bowl to get on board and meetings held with the Rose Bowl and Steve Petterson, the Youth Worker, have so far been good.  Councillor Mrs Turl commented that she felt the idea of a petition had been viewed out of context as Councillors present at the Recreation & Environment Committee meeting had discussed the need to work together with the Rose Bowl for consideration of a skate park.  A presentation will be put together which will be very professional so that if the Rose Bowl ask for a presentation in the future, Steve Petterson will have the support of Councillors as well as residents of West End.   Residents are able to assist by getting a petition to show the Rose Bowl their opinions.  We want to ensure that any presentation given to the Rose Bowl is done in a professional manner.  Councillor Tennent commented that he agreed with Councillor Mrs Turl but a petition itself is wrong and will come across as aggressive and therefore will not achieve what its intention was.  He would not be happy to agree to the minutes with this wording.  Councillor Ms Mortimer commented that she felt the word ‘petition’ is too strong and maybe a letter of support on behalf of residents of West End be used.  Councillor Clarke suggested that along with negotiations with the Rose Bowl, a letter is sent outlining residents’ points of view.  

Councillor Goodall proposed that last paragraph on page 7 be deleted and replaced with “A copy of the draft petition to the Rose Bowl regarding the skate park was tabled and it will be discussed further at the next meeting.  Mr Rolls presented a document he had produced ………”.  This was seconded by Councillor Ms Mortimer.  A vote was taken: 9 in favour, 2 against.  

Councillor Mrs Turl seconded accepting the minutes as amended.  A vote was taken: 10 in favour, 1 against.

POLICE REPORT / PCSO:   
Crime figures for August 2011 were tabled.

PCSO Coppin gave the following report:
· All Officers engaged with high visibility and antisocial behaviour patrols
· Continued Beat Surgeries at M&S / Sainsburys
· Continue to monitor Cutbush Lane for antisocial behaviour and vehicle activity.  On 12/08/11 a male using a minimoto on Cutbush playing fields was issued with a S59 warning
· Continue to work with EBC Antisocial Behaviour Officer, Jan Andrews, to jointly work with families who have young people involved with antisocial behaviour.  We continue to check a young person’s curfew
· I attended Burnetts Lane Residents Association meeting on 01/08/11
· Continue to monitor Cutbush Lane for antisocial behaviour and vehicle activity

· Various officers were required and volunteered to work 12 hour duties in line with requirements due to civil unrest and the need for maximum high visibility patrols
· I have attended several meetings at Elizabeth Court in relation to security advice and mediation due to parking issues
· I continue to meet and advise a deaf gentleman working with the deaf services team in relation to rogue trading

· I have initiated a joint agency and cross border police approach to antisocial behaviour issues being experienced in Windermere Road

· On 22/08/11, I attended the skatepark event held at the Youth House, Moorgreen Road and security coded several bicycles

· On 31/08/11, I changed my duties and attended the Townhill Family Fun Day

· PC Steel continues to work on antisocial behaviour issues experienced by a small number of residents

Councillor Goodall reported that another area the Police should be made aware of is at the end of Swincombe Rise where several incidents have recently taken place.  

Councillor Clarke advised that he has visited the problem areas with Jon Riddell of EBC and noted that this particular area crosses Southampton and Eastleigh.  EBC have agreed to remove a tree stump,  use defensive planting and  fence the area where young people are gathering.

TRANSPORT REPRESENTATIVE’S REPORT
Mr John Read apologies received – sent following report:
The only item this month some of you may have read about in the Daily Echo.  During the next few months, First will introduce a new cash-less ticketing system using information technology similar to that used by Transport for London.  This will involve use of smart cards very similar to the Free Pass used by over-60’s, but pre-charges with money value.  The card will be swiped over a reader beside the driver and the system will deduct the cost of the intended journey.  In a year’s time it will be possible to swipe credit and debit cards and smart phones, presumably without having to key in a PIN.  There will be a daily maximum payment for unlimited journeys.  I do not have the full information but I assume that this will be based on zones and periods of the day as in London.

Mr Annetts

Apologised for interrupting the meeting earlier.  Commented he found it difficult to know when a meeting is open to the public.  Terminology of Standing Orders and Skate Park petition has been debated a lot.  With regard to the skate park proposal, Hatch Mead residents have been given the opportunity to work with Parish Councillors and they have been extremely supportive.  We want to produce a professional presentation.  This has been manipulated with inputs from elsewhere, maybe ‘petition’ was the wrong word but this subject has been documented since 2005 and the Rose Bowl should know whether they propose to go ahead.  I feel strongly that some Parish Councillors do not want Parish logo to appear on documents and some of those present do not seem to want to represent the public.  Should we look at other areas in West End and push forward with this, as at the moment it is wasting tax payer’s money by going around in circles?
Councillor Goodall replied that there are 2 issues: 
· Location of a skate park in West End?

· Can the Rose Bowl Help?  i.e. the Trust provide money.

With regard to the Parish Council logo – if the Parish Council sign a document we do have the power to say ‘yes’ or ‘no’ as to whether we support this.
Councillor Clarke commented that Councillors are elected by a majority of voters for the Ward to represent the whole community and are entitled to make their own judgement.  I feel the petition is counter-productive.  I support the community but feel things should be done slightly differently.  We may have already burnt our bridges with the Rose Bowl.
Mr Davis
Asked if a member of the public attends a Committee meeting and decisions are made, can the decisions be wiped out by the Full Council?
Councillor Goodall confirmed that this is the case.

Mr  Davis - With regard to the skate park, Councillor Mrs Turl suggested the Parish Council go ahead with the paperwork and Councillor Clarke said he did not want the Parish logo used.  Will the Parish Council support this?

Councillor Goodall replied that the Parish have not determined what the letter will say.  The Recreation & Environment Committee will discuss this and make a decision and this will go to Full Parish.

Mr Davis – I have an issue with the recent Rose Bowl Cricket event.
Councillor Clarke requested that the Clerk e-mail Jon Riddell’s details to Mr Davis and noted that over the past year there have only been 17 complaints.  
It was agreed that Mr Davis provide the Clerk with full details to enable her to contact EBC to request an amendment to the coning plan.

Mr Rolls
Councillor Clarke criticised communications with the Rose Bowl.  As we were asked to get involved with this and provide solutions, maybe those members who criticise should also attend the meetings.

Commented on the monitoring of traffic in West End as this seems to be an increasing problem.
