MATTERS ARISING

77/11 Eastleigh Borough Council Quality Placements Supplementary Planning Document. A workshop will be held on Wednesday 7th September. Councillors Mortimer, Asman and Farminer will attend the workshop.
77/11 Eastleigh Borough Council Leaflet ‘Help Shape the Future of Your Borough’. Responses must be returned to Eastleigh Borough Council by this Friday 9th September.

79/11 para 2 Application to vary the licence for operator at Unit 1 Chalcroft. As agreed, at the last meeting, the Clerk has sent a letter to the Traffic Commissioner supporting the conditions and weight restrictions requested by residents. A response to this letter was tabled at the meeting. The Traffic Commissioner advised the Parish Council that they are not entitled to make representations unless they are owners or occupiers of land in the vicinity of an operating centre. The Committee noted this response.
79/11 para 3 Confirmation has been received that a place has been reserved for a representative from the Parish Council to attend the HCC Community Resilience event on 6th October 2011. Councillor Mortimer said that she would like to attend. The Clerk said she would try and secure two places so that she could also attend. It was agreed that preparation of the WEPC Emergency Plan should be deferred until after this event. 
79/11 para 4 No cold calling zones signage in Chapel Close. No response has been received from Trading Standards. The Clerk will contact them again.

79/11 para 5 Consultation document: Landscape Character Assessment for Eastleigh Borough Council. The consultation period will close on 23rd September 2011. Councillors had agreed to look at this document and defer discussion to this meeting. It was agreed that this document would be kept as a planning aid. There were no comments on the West End content of the document.
Pavement encroachment, the Clerk has not had any further complaints. Mr Annetts expressed his disappointment that Eastleigh Borough Council has not yet taken any action to clear the hedges and brambles on the corner of Hatch Mead/Barbe Baker Avenue. The Clerk will contact the Local Area Coordinator to ask if he can chase up this issue. Mr Annetts will again contact Streetscene at Eastleigh Borough Council.

PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Eastleigh Borough Council Enforcement list – there were no new enforcements for West End.   
2. Notification has been received from Eastleigh Borough Council of a Planning Appeal by Dixons Retail against the refusal for Display of 6 no. Internally illuminated fascia signs, 2 no. Non illuminated fascia signs and 1 no. Non illuminated banner sign. The Appeal hearing will be held at 10.00am. on 1st December 2011 at Eastleigh Borough Council Civic Offices.
3. Notification received from Eastleigh Borough Council that the appeal regarding advertising hoardings for Holiday Express on Marshall Drive and Botley Road has been dismissed by the Planning Inspector.
4. Notification has been received that Netto will close on 16th September and will reopen as Asda at the end of October.
5. Publication received from Eastleigh Borough Council, ‘Councillors’ Guide to Flooding’, this was produced by Hampshire County Council Emergency Planning Unit. It was agreed to incorporate details from this document into the WEPC Emergency Plan.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. Notification received from Jon Riddell, Eastleigh Borough Council Local Area Coordinator, that HEWEB are to fund the installation of dropped kerbs in Townhill Way to improve the footpath on the Chartwell Green/Chartwell Copse route. 
2. West End Wishes have contributed £400.00 towards the refurbishment of finger posts in West End village centre. The total cost of refurbishment was £1,400. The remaining costs were met by HEWEB. 
3. Councillor Rest had e-mailed the Clerk to express concerns about mopeds, motorcycles and cars racing through West End.
4. Councillor Mortimer reported that she has noticed a footpath fingerpost by the post box in Barbe Baker Avenue had been broken. Mrs Ramseyer will report this to Hampshire Highways.
5. The residents of Monarch Way asked if representations could be made to Eastleigh Borough Council to reinstate the barriers on the footpath from Moorgreen recreation ground. The barrier was removed to allow disabled access, but the residents are concerned that children could run straight into the road. The Clerk will contact Eastleigh Borough Council to ask if the barrier can be replaced.
