TO CONSIDER A MOTION PROPOSED BY COUNCILLOR CLARKE THAT THE PARISH COUNCIL REGARDS MEMBER TRAINING AS ESSENTIAL TO THE EFFECTIVE AND SUCCESSFUL RUNNING OF THE PARISH COUNCIL

It notes that there are training opportunities for members offered by various organisations such as HALC and Eastleigh Borough Council.  It also notes the variety of training requirements which members currently have.  Therefore, the Parish Council resolves to request the Clerk to report to the Policy and Resources Committee with an analysis of the training requirements of current members, an analysis of which scheduled training sessions are likely to satisfy these requirements, a recommended training programme leading to May 2012 based on these sessions and a report on the cost implications.  

Councillor Clarke stated that there is a need to produce a programme each year for all Parish Councillors with regard to training needs.  The Clerk has been asked to assess training needs for the existing Parish Council between now and May 2012 and put together a programme to include costs and report back to the Policy and Resources Committee.  Councillor Mrs Atherton commented that as this is a Policy and Resources matter, why did this not go directly to the Policy and Resources Committee?  Councillor Clarke replied that any matter or motion can be raised as Full Parish first and then passed to the relevant Committee for consideration.  This allows any new Councillors to get involved.  Councillor Mrs Atherton said that she considered herself to be a very sensible person and able to assess which training courses she would need to attend.  Eastleigh Borough Council send every Parish Councillor notification of courses in the post asking for applications to be returned to EBC and therefore no need to go via the Clerk.  Councillor Clarke replied that he felt it was a good idea to produce a programme to point out what training sessions from HALC and EBC our Parish Councillors would benefit from.  E-mails are sent but not always to the appropriate Councillor.  Councillor Mrs Atherton asked if Councillor Clarke had asked the Clerk how much work is involved in putting together a training programme?  Councillor Clarke said that if Councillors request the Clerk to do something this should be addressed and the Clerk should respond to the Council if there is a problem.  Councillor Tennent commented that a training needs analysis is just a formal way of setting things out as in the past it has been very informal.  Having a training analysis makes people more aware of training sessions coming up and I therefore agree that this is a good idea.  Councillor Mrs Hannen commented that it would be useful to receive feedback from anyone attending training courses to assess whether it is suitable.  Councillor Goodall said that he felt it was a good idea to have a training schedule of programmes as this is good for new members and long standing members.  Training on planning procedures is particularly useful to attend as planning regulations change all the time.  The first step is to produce a list of courses and then work out what the best ones are to attend.  The Clerk said that she had started working on this and will report back as asked.  Councillor Mrs Boulton commented that although she supported this, there are problems with the timing of training courses.  She asked if there was anyway training sessions could be recorded to enable Councillors to keep up with what is going on?  Councillor Clarke said that there has been an improvement, as courses are now doubled up i.e. one in the afternoon and one in the evening.  

The motion was seconded by Councillor Mrs C Boulton and a vote was taken: 10 in favour, 2 against.

County Councillor B Tennent gave the following report:
· Children’s Centre Scrutiny Committee Meeting – Cllr Tennent was out-voted 9 to 7 on decision for review

· Attending Children’s Centre meeting next week and will be looking at the outcome of the re-structuring of the centres due to budget cuts

· Review of Council Constitution – 14th July 2011

· Governor training and induction sessions 

· Academies in Hampshire – Wildern School included

Borough Councillor D Clarke attended the following meetings:

· Local Area Co-ordinators Meeting – discussed Youth Services in the HEWEB area, The Box in Hedge End funding scheme of which £2000 has been given by WEPC.  Further details will be available in September.

· Local Development Framework to 2029 Core Strategy – set up to look at suitable areas to provide local housing needs.

Borough Councillor D Goodall reported on the Local Development Framework:
· Informal Consultative Consultation to be held in the Summer re. Greenfield sites possible to be built on.  The 4 main sites are:
South of Chestnut Avenue in Eastleigh – 1,300 homes

Woodhouse Lane in Hedge End – 1,000 homes

a) Allington Lane–1,400 homes or  b) Boorley Green Golf Course–1,400 homes

A series of workshops and seminars will be held in September prior to the final decision being made in October.

· HEWEB decisions on Planning Applications:

a) Dog Kennel Farm Care Home proposal - Refused
b) Moorgreen Road development – Permitted

c) Church Hill Telephone Mast – Refused
· Planning Application O/11/69087 Hawthorne House, Botley Road – has been referred to HEWEB meeting in September.

Borough Councillor B Tennent reported on the following:
· Attended HEWEB meeting 

· Land next to St James School owned by Hampshire County Council – disappointed being sold for development but permission was granted.  The money from sale of the land will be used to build extensions on various schools throughout Hampshire.

Borough Councillor T Noyce – attended the same meetings as other Borough Councillors – nothing more to add.
At this point in the meeting Councillor Mrs Hannen asked for clarification with regard to the review of Standing Orders, in particular to page 9 of the Policy and Resources Committee minutes referring to number of Councillors on Committees.  Councillor Mrs Hannen had not been able to vote at the Policy & Resources meeting and as this has now been approved, as an independent of one, she was concerned that 
she could be restricted on serving on a Committee.
Councillor Ms Mortimer commented that Councillors would have ‘no voice’ if they were not able to sit on Committees.
Councillor Noyce said that this can be discussed again at the next Policy & Resources Committee meeting.
Councillor Clarke commented that at Eastleigh Borough Council all political parties are represented at every Committee.  The Clerk asked if this was included in EBC’s Standing Orders? Councillor Clarke replied no it is not but is an accepted understanding amongst Councillors.  The Clerk pointed out that the matter can be discussed again at Policy & Resources under Matters Arising.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

Mr Hamilton

Asked for clarification with regard to a report in the Echo referring to the choice of housing development sites  in Woodhouse Lane and Allington Lane NOT Boorley Green and Allington Lane.

Councillor Noyce commented that the Echo had misquoted the information.

Mr Hamilton commented that reports on housing development sites during election time were different to those now published.  

Councillor Goodall said that this was not to be confused with the SDA proposal around election time which was for 10,000 houses in Fareham and 6,000 houses in Hedge End North.  This proposal has now been scrapped.  A proposal of 1,400 homes in Boorley Green is very different to 6,000 homes in Hedge End.  If the Echo has stated Woodhouse Lane and Allington Lane it is wrong.
Mr Hamilton asked if owners of the land are happy with the proposals?

Councillor Goodall confirmed that MacDonald Hotels have agreed to sell the land.

Asked if the Rose Bowl Liaison meetings had stopped?

The Clerk replied that the next meeting will take place on Thursday, 13th October.
Mr Hamilton
Councillor Noyce has been in office since May and in FOCUS it mentioned that the Parish Council needed a ‘shake up’.  Can you put to us what your intentions are over the next 2 years?

Councillor Clarke commented that in the past some of us involved in the Parish Council found it not to be as open and inclusive as it should be.  In the past month, Standing Orders have been updated, members of the public have been encouraged to contribute to meetings and a website task force group has been set up to make the website more interactive.  In the past we have disagreed with expenditure, e.g. 2009/2010 budget, and over the next two years we will be looking at expenditure to benefit the Parish Council e.g. Ellis Whittam contract which we feel is not good use of public money.  We are looking to cut items of expenditure to move towards benefiting members of the community.  We will also avoid tax increases. 
Councillor Mrs Atherton commented that she felt Ellis Whittam gave vital legal protection on staffing issues and pay for any staff tribunals that the Parish Council would otherwise have to pay for.

Mr Hamilton

Commented on the parking issues at the new Berry Theatre on the Wildern site.  

Councillor Mrs Hannen said she would raise this at the next committee meeting.  

Councillor Tennent stated that Budgens in Hedge End open their car park for events at the Berry Theatre.
Mr Hamilton
At the last Rose Bowl meeting the Managing Director mentioned that they were re-designing the hotel and this would save money.  Will the money being leant by EBC be reviewed as a result?

Councillor Goodall confirmed that at this stage EBC have not leant the Rose Bowl any money.  The proposal to lend will be reviewed at a meeting in October.
