Crime figures for November 2011 were tabled.
PCSO Ed Pritt gave the following report:
· Continued Beat Surgeries at M&S / Sainsburys.  Attended Crime Prevention event on 10th December.  Another event due to take place on Saturday, 9th January 2012.
· Antisocial behaviour has decreased in West End due to arrest of one member of group.
· Burglaries have risen.  We are all continuing to work on Operation Nemesis, the burglary operation during the run up to Christmas.
· Website available with up to date information on crimes in the local area www.crimereport.co.uk .  Also Twitter page for Hedge End police.
PCSO Ed Pritt answered questions from the following:
Mr Rolls – asked where the burglaries in West End had occurred?  PCSO Pritt said 

that a certain group of homes are usually targeted but he was not aware of the

particular area.  He advised that more detailed information giving the post code
location is available on the police website.

Mr Annetts – asked if anyone had been arrested for the burglary crimes?

PCSO Pritt said he was not able to comment on these particular burglaries.

PCSO Pritt said that the Rose Bowl and Asda are being considered for future events.

· Steve Adams attended the Biodiversity Forum and spoke to Jenna Dewhurst, the Eastleigh Borough Council pond expert.  She has advised the pond on Hatch Grange should be off-line from the stream so as to eradicate the problem with invasive weeds
· A grant has been applied for from Jon Riddell (EBC) under the Community Grant Scheme.  An application will also be made to Councillor Tennent for a grant from his funds
· A donation of £15,000 has been received from the League of Friends of Moorgreen Hospital.  Discussions will be held in January on how to spend the money.

REPORTS FROM COUNTY/BOROUGH:
County Councillor B Tennent gave the following report:
· Hampshire County Council has advised council tax is likely to be frozen for next year.
· Government has asked Hampshire Country Council to invest more into the infrastructure of Local Government Pension Scheme (£3.5 billion) to create jobs.
· Public Sector pay freeze ends in March 2012.  From April 2012 will introduce 2 year cap at 1%.
· Project Extra Care – alternative to residential care home for many vulnerable older people, enabling them to remain active and part of the wider community by providing 24/7 care services on site.
· Police Reform & Social Responsibility Act – election for Police Commissioner to be held on 15th November 2012 in Hampshire & Isle of Wight.   Clerk confirmed centres have already been booked for election purposes.
Borough Councillor D Clarke gave the following report:

· Admin Committee has now replied to Boundary Commission commenting that it is not a good idea to split West End Parish
· Rose Bowl proposals supported by Councillor Clarke who will be attending meeting 15th December.  Main points to note:

· Overall concept same as 2 years ago – Eastleigh Borough Council will be the owner of the hotel and stadium

· Rose Bowl Hotel will lease hotel from Eastleigh Borough Council and will be operated by Sanguine Hospitality as a Hilton Hotel
· Sanguine will make a private investment of £3 million
· EBC  do not intend to ‘bail out’ the Rose Bowl as the hotel project is a ‘stand alone’ project

· 6% of income will be from cricket/Rose Bowl and 94% of income from 4 Star hotel facilities

· EBC have legal rights to go ahead covered by Acts of Parliament

· There is a major demand for the new hotel and will help regenerate the area

· 410 full time equivalent jobs 

Borough Councillor D Goodall gave the following report:

· Attended Biodiversity meeting with discussions on how to remove weed in pond on Hatch Grange.  EBC Grants Panel met on Monday, 12th December and decided to give £400 to Friends of Hatch Grange to help clear the weed.
· Attended PUSH Overview and Scrutiny Panel
· Attended opening of Rostron Close
· Attended HEWEB Forum meeting – update on the progress of the Berry Theatre

· Attending Full Committee meeting on Thursday, 15th December to discuss Rose Bowl.  Main points to note:
· Option to purchase leasehold (999 years) for whole of Rose Bowl site at a cost of £6.5 million

· Funding to purchase hotel/golf course/stadium after completion for fixed cost of about £29.5 million

· Loan to build will be provided by Co-operative Bank

· On completion of development, Eastleigh Borough Council will be able to purchase at  a fixed cost of approximately £29.5 million (this is likely to be in about 2 years time)

· Eastleigh Borough Council has won an award for Waste & Recycling
