MATTERS ARISING

85/11 Eastleigh Borough Council Quality Placements Supplementary Planning Document. A workshop was held on Wednesday 7th September attended by Councillors Mortimer, Asman and Farminer.  Councillor Asman gave a brief summary of the meeting which included topics on public footpaths, design of dwellings and mixed housing.  She noted that no Parish Councillors from other areas were present at the meeting.
85/11 Eastleigh Borough Council Leaflet ‘Help Shape the Future of Your Borough’. Result of Survey – the Clerk advised that the development of an additional 1400 homes will be at Boorley Green not Allington Lane.
79/11 para 3 Confirmation has been received that a place has been reserved for a representative from the Parish Council to attend the HCC Community Resilience event on 6th October 2011. The Clerk has been in touch to reserve another place.  The Clerk and Councillor Mortimer will attend.
79/11 para 4 No cold calling zones signage in Chapel Close. The Clerk advised a response from Trading Standards has been received stating that it is not possible to erect a pole or replace the streetlight in order to display the NCCZ sign.  The resident of Chapel Close will receive a refund from Trading Standards for the cost of the sign.  The Clerk has suggested to the resident that individual signs are displayed on gates/doors.  No response received from resident as yet.
85/11 Pavement encroachment.  The Clerk has received an e-mail stating that the clearance work requested by resident of Hatch Mead has now been undertaken by Eastleigh Borough Council.
88/11 Highway Matters No.5.  The Clerk contacted Jon Riddell who has asked Eastleigh Borough Council engineers to look at ways to reinstate some type of barrier at the footpath through from Moorgreen Rec. to Monarch Way.

Note from Clerk:  After discussion with the Planning Officer it is noted that the revised applications for Rydal Mount have shown the height at 3 metres therefore applications can be considered under the Prior Notification Procedure, which limits considerations to assessing the siting, design and appearance within 28 days.

Prior notification of intent to erect an agricultural building (28 days for determination)
Mr Smith, residing at 27 The Drove, read details of a letter he has sent to Eastleigh Borough Council Planning Department stating his objections.  The main points were as follows:
· Size and scale of building and visual impact on landscape

· Too close to adjacent residential properties

· Overshadowing of the building, blocking natural daylight
· Smell from contents of building and vehicle noise

· Contents will attract vermin

· Proposed development only 8 metres from garden
· Lack of privacy

· Fire risk due to access for emergency vehicles

· Arson/vandalism risk
· Oak tree close to proposed building access

· Increased volume of traffic

· Drainage and flooding concerns

· Unsociable operating hours

Mr Norris, residing at 29 The Drove, stated that the Public House near to the proposed development is used as a Park & Stride for school children, and hence would become a safety issue.

Mrs Strong, residing at 25 The Drove, said that she was concerned with regard to future development of the site if permission is granted.
Councillor Asman said she sympathized with all the comments made but unfortunately the Parish Council is limited to only making considerations regarding the siting, design and appearance. She suggested that residents get clarification on the ownership of the track from The Drove, as there is a possibility that it had been a public footpath/right of way in the past. Councillor Farminer commented that he felt the impact on residents would be too great and detrimental to the area.  Councillor Boulton commented that the buildings did not look like agricultural buildings and looked more like warehouses i.e. solid sided therefore not conclusive to being able to store hay or keep animals.  She expressed concern that if they are agricultural buildings that intensive farming is to be set up.

PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Eastleigh Borough Council Enforcement list – there was one new enforcement for West End.  The Clerk had previously reported an encroachment to Enforcement and received an e-mail providing a website link giving members of the public the opportunity to assess whether a breach of planning has occurred. The Clerk noted that due to reduced resources available at EBC Enforcement and the number of high priority cases, low priority breaches may not be investigated or a desktop assessment only may be carried out.   
2. Notification has been received from Adam Holmes Associates ref. revised location for the proposed base station installation at Church Hill – letter previously circulated to all councillors.
3. Planning application by Asda.  E-mail received from Jon Riddell that negotiations for developers’ contributions have now been settled – some of which is earmarked for the Library extension at the Parish Centre.
4. E-mail correspondence with Jon Riddell ref. Romill Close site.  Application has been received by Eastleigh Borough Council but discussions ongoing with developer.  Further to West End Parish Council’s briefing with the applicants, Eastleigh Borough Council have noted that West End Parish Council agree in principle to the open space being directly transferred, with support from Eastleigh Borough Council and clear clarification of maintenance responsibility for the acoustic barriers etc as the Parish Council would reject any ongoing liability for care and repair of these.
