TO CONSIDER A MOTION FOR THE PARISH COUNCIL TO RECOGNISE THAT MINUTES BECOME PUBLIC DOCUMENTS AS SOON AS THEY ARE DRAFTED

This item was included on the agenda at the request of Councillor Clarke.  Councillor Clarke said that in order to offer the best customer service he felt that minutes of meetings should be put in the public domain as soon as possible.  Councillor Goodall commented that draft minutes would be included in the review of Standing Orders.  He said that the Council would not want to publish draft minutes without anyone looking at them first.  He therefore proposed that the Chair and Vice Chair of the meeting receive a copy for authorisation prior to going out to the public.  The amended proposal for Standing Orders will be as follows:

A copy of the draft minutes of a Council meeting should be circulated to all Councillors and published on the Council website seven working days after the meeting.

i.  
Prior to this publication the Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the meeting should be sent a copy to authorise publication, this should be done no later than four working days after the meeting.

ii.
If nothing is heard from the Chairman and Vice-Chairman before the seven working days have elapsed then they will be deemed authorised to publish.

iii. Any correction the Chairman or Vice-Chairman has should be notified to the office no later than six working days after the meeting.

iv. All draft minutes that are published should be watermarked DRAFT.

Councillor Mrs Hannen expressed concern that she may be misrepresented if she had not seen the minutes before publication as a result of misinterpretation.  Councillor Clarke commented that the system works very well at other councils and there have never been any problems.  In the 21st century you can very quickly find out what has been said in Parliament but going down to local government the information is not readily available, for instance residents of Church Hill would have had prior notification of the erection of a high mono pole if minutes had been made available.  The new system will give members of the public the opportunity to come along to meetings if any points are raised in the published draft minutes before Full Council.

Review of Standing Orders.  The Clerk has circulated to all councillors asking for recommendations for revisions to Standing Orders by 15th June 2011.  None received to-date.  Councillor Mrs Atherton expressed concern on the haste to change Standing Orders as new councillors had only been on the Council for 6 weeks.  She suggested it would be better for people to get settled in for a couple of months before reviewing Standing Orders.  Councillor Goodall commented that the decision was made at the Annual General Meeting for Standing Orders to be reviewed.  Councillor Mrs Hannen asked if there was a particular problem which needed to be addressed?  Councillor Noyce said that it was just a matter of reviewing Standing Orders.  Councillor Clarke commented that as there is a new Council, by opening up this idea, new councillors get a chance to suggest revisions.  The timescale is 15th June for recommendations, which will be considered at the Policy & Resources meeting on 22nd June and voted on at Full Parish on 13th July.  He stated that this decision cannot be re-visited within a 6 month period.

PCSO Pritt gave the following report:

Mr Annetts asked if there were youths outside a resident’s property making a lot of noise can you telephone the police?  

PCSO Pritt said that the police would come out and move the offenders away.

Mr Wheeler asked if by using the 101 number you were guaranteed a response?

Mrs Kimber replied that everyone should dial 101 as the more frequently it is dialled the more it becomes an issue on the police list.

PCSO Pritt said that it is not a guaranteed response as every call is graded.  

Steve Petterson, Youth Leader, asked if a group of young people hanging out together would be classed as anti-social behaviour?  
PCSO Pritt said that it would depend on what they were doing.  It is not a crime to hang around in the street.

TRANSPORT REPRESENTATIVE’S REPORT
John Read gave the following report:
First of all some good news: Velvet Service A has been restored to every half-hour from Monday, 6th June.  Alternate journeys from Eastleigh will run to Botley and Boorley Green or to Oaklands Estate in the south of Hedge End and reverse.  Off-peak and Sunday journeys by First and Stagecoach to and from Hedge End only are unchanged.  The bad news, unlikely to affect many people, is that the Sunday evening extension of First Service 8 from Townhill Park to Chartwell Green has now ceased.  From 12th June there will be minor time changes to First Service 3 and City Centre route changes to First Service 9.  These services come close to the edge of the Parish and are used by residents in Townhill Farm and the Moorhill Road area respectively.

Will the Chair and Vice Chair be printing an apology in the Focus magazine as promised to me personally for the Lib Dems taking credit for the installation of benches and cycle stands in West End, which had actually been a proposal by the West End Wishes Steering Committee when compiling the Parish Plan?
The Chairman passed this question to Councillor Goodall as the editor of FOCUS.  Councillor Goodall said that this question was not really for the Parish to answer.  We can look at publishing an explanation as to what was done.  A number of ideas were passed on by West End Wishes and also a number passed on by local residents.  We took those suggestions on board and implemented as many as we could.  I can certainly publish that and that they were implemented by the Local Area Committee.  Every member of that Committee is a Lib Dem councillor.
Mr Annetts
I would like to question the accuracy of the minutes of two meetings, one being Recreation and Environment on 20th April and Policy and Resources on 22nd April.  The Chairman, Councillor Noyce, indicated at the meeting last night that a site has not been decided and this was purely a consultation.  However, only one particular site was discussed.  There was also a lack of time given to residents advising of the meeting.  I quote from the Recreation and Environment minutes of 20th April:

“It was agreed that the Parish Council’s preferred option would be Hatch Grange bottom field providing adequate soundproofing was part of the plans”.

These minutes have been signed and verified and goes against what the Chairman said yesterday.
I would also like to quote from the Policy and Resources minutes of 27th April:
“West End Skatepark Proposal – this was further discussed by Recreation and Environment Committee and it was agreed that this proposal should recommend part of the bottom field of Hatch Grange as the most suitable site of those suggested, although this would be subject to consultation and planning”

These minutes are not a true account of what happened.  I do not believe you (Councillor Noyce) were present at the meeting as you had been noted as an apology.  I do not personally want a skatepark at the back of my house.  I think other areas, for example the Rose Bowl, should be opened up for debate.  The minutes state that it was not recommended that Barnsland have bins because of vandalism.   The debate last night was not a true account of what is noted in the minutes.  

Councillor Noyce commented that they are a true account of the meeting as only Hatch Grange was considered at these meetings.  Councillor Clarke agreed that Mr Annetts was absolutely right in getting concise minutes.  Although Recreation and Environment Committee made a recommendation, the Full Parish meeting make the decision.  We will consider all of the sites in West End.
Mr Annetts asked why it was not minuted that other sites were being considered?

Councillor Clarke said that Standing Orders are being reviewed and some Parish Councillors are not happy with that.  

Councillor Mrs Turl replied that we are not unhappy to review Standing Orders but we would like a bit more time.  

Mr Annetts said that the Parish have only put one site forward.

Councillor Noyce said that the recommendation had been put forward as a preferred option as it was recommended by a Committee.  This is only the bottom rung of the ladder and this is why we have a consultation to see what residents’ views are.

Councillor Goodall commented that when there is any proposal for a skatepark, swings or anything new, we have to propose an area.  The previous council came to a conclusion that Hatch Grange would be the best site to go out for consultation.  The final result will come to a conclusion on the best site, if there is one, and then a planning application will go to Eastleigh Borough Council and then there will be a formal consultation.
Steve Petterson commented that one site was put forward in order that funding could be applied for.

Mr Annetts asked if a cross analysis could be done?  

Steve Petterson replied that this was happening last night.  

Mr Annetts asked where we are going from here?  

Councillor Noyce replied that Steve Petterson will report back to the Recreation & Environment Committee on Wednesday, 15th June and we will see where we go from there.

On the subject of minutes, I noticed there was a mention of Barnsland being used for football.  This site was given to young people as a recreation field and it is stipulated football is not allowed.

With regard to the skatepark issue, you have been talking about this for quite a number of years.  Can we work with you to put together a group of principles and what the best decision would be for a skatepark so that there is a set of principles?
The Clerk replied that there are set guidelines and a skatepark should not be situated within 100 metres of a property.  Jon Riddell, EBC, recommended we look at a map of West End but it is difficult to find a site within the guidelines.  The Rose Bowl is another consideration as out of the four sites given, it is the least close to properties.
