PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Eastleigh Borough Council Enforcement list – there were 2 new enforcements for West End.   
2. E-mail correspondence with resident and developer ref. Romill Close – extract from developers’ e-mail: “since the consultation period we have been working on the layout, this work is still progressing but we expect to be in a position to share it with you and the Parish Council soon, within the next month or so.  
As part our and Gleeson’s working towards the submission of a planning application a transport assessment will be produced and once I have the report I should be in a position to respond to your queries in regard to the site access”.
3. Public Art Strategy Review received from EBC asking for comments via e-mail: publicartstrategy@eastleigh.gov.uk and/or completion of questionnaire via website: www.eastleigh.gov.uk/publicartstrategy.  Extract referring to West End tabled.  Details for West End High Street as follows:
(i) Prominent Gateway piece – new artwork focused on people of West End

(ii) Existing artwork Barbe Baker Memorial – to be moved to a site more appropriate for its scale
(iii) Prominent Gateway piece – new artwork focused on history of Moorgreen Hospital
(iv) Entrance to Rose Bowl – existing artwork HOWZAT Cricket Stumps
Aims to Public Art Project:

(a) To mark the entrance points to the village

(b) To update and improve access to the history of West End

(c) Involve local people in emphasising the distinctive qualities of the area

(d) Contributing to quality of life in the village through design and high quality surroundings.

The Clerk asked councillors for suggestions and will also take the matter to the Recreation & Environment meeting on 21st July.  The Committee agreed to invite West End Wishes to a consultation when a date has been agreed.

4. E-mail from EBC ref. Planning Policy Guidance note 17 (PPG17) ‘Planning for open space, sport and recreation’ the Council has reviewed the current provision of open space and recreation facilities in the borough.  The borough has a wide variety of such facilities range from large country parks to small patches of grass within housing estates.  They also include indoor recreation facilities.  For this study these have been grouped into a number of types, and on the basis of community views of existing provision the Council is proposing new quantity, quality and accessibility standards for each type.  
The PPG17 Study will inform the emerging Core Strategy and Sites and Policies DPD and provide a basis for policies and land allocations for these purposes.  This will help to protect and enhance the open space and recreation facilities throughout the borough and ensure that they meeting community needs and expectations.

The consultation period will run from Thursday, 21st July 2011 to Thursday, 1st September 2011.  Comments received will be considered carefully, and changes will be made to the document as necessary.

5. West End Community Investment Programme List – circulated to all councillors via e-mail.  Copies tabled.  Councillor Prof Rest agreed to report on this document at the next meeting.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. Eastleigh Directory of Highway Works July 2011 received.  E-mailed to councillors.
2. Notification received from Hampshire Highways that they will be numbering all grit bins in order to assist with locations when requests are made to re-fill.
3. Notification received of Temporary Road Closure – Patricia Close – 8th to 17th August for culvert repairs.
4. E-mail received Transportation & Engineering, EBC ref. High Street – circulated to councillors.  Copies tabled for discussion.  Councillor Prof Rest suggested a full review.  After discussion the Committee agreed to the installation of two bollards outside of 44 High Street to prevent further accidents. Councillor Ms Mortimer commented that she felt it is now time to review the traffic situation due to the increase in traffic as a result of regular Rose Bowl events.  It was agreed that the Clerk respond commenting the Committee felt this was only a short term solution.  This item will be included on the Planning & Highways Agenda for 2nd August for discussion and all other councillors invited to become involved.
5. Complaints from residents: 
· Weeds growing up through tarmac on pavement and gutter outside 14 Megan Road
· Overgrown bushes onto pavement outside 1 Cavendish Close

· Overgrown bushes and shrubs onto pavement of Upper New Road from rear of properties in Elizabeth Court

· Opposite Two Brothers Arms – Oak tree covered by ivy

· Kinsbourne Rise – 4 trees on open green space need cutting back
To be reported to Eastleigh Borough Council for follow up.

6. Other Highway Matters:

· Councillor Prof Rest commented that the re-planting on completion of work by the contractor is still outstanding outside of 82 High Street.  The Clerk will contact Amey.
· Councillor Farminer reported that there are two broken kerb stones in Kanes Hill near to the cutway to Thornhill.  To be reported to Highways.
· The Clerk reported that information has now been received by local residents advising of installation of water meters.
