REPORTS FROM COUNTY/BOROUGH:
County Councillor B Tennent gave the following report:
· Attended  Pensions Panel meeting – nothing specific to report
· Surprise announcement from Hampshire County Council – new cabinet member post – job role will be based around the Localism Bill and will report to the Policy and Resources portfolio holder.

Councillor Clarke asked if the cabinet allowance of £30,000 is correct for this post?  Councillor Tennent replied he understood this to be correct.

· Attended SARC Committee Meeting – 10th January.  SARC funding stable at present and paid work on training is now on the increase.  On going discussions with Southampton City Council on funding for next year.

· Libraries – report going to LAC with regard to putting proposals together.  There will be a meeting on 21st February at the 2000 Centre in Hedge End to discuss what volunteering entails.
Borough Councillor B Tennent gave the following report:

· Housing Association review now complete and results will be available shortly.

The Chairman moved to adjourn the meeting and invited questions from the floor.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

Mr Annetts
Commented that grass verges near post boxes had been damaged due to post office vehicles parking on them.
Commented that the cycle path in Swaythling Road is being used for parking vehicles by local residents, making it difficult to pass.

Issue re. correspondence involving Councillors Clarke and Tennent with regard to the skatepark facility in West End.  Mr Annetts was not able to raise his comments at the Recreation & Environment committee meeting as Councillors Clarke and Tennent were not present and was therefore raising the issue at this meeting.  He was confused as to why these two specific Councillors have expressed concern with the skatepark but have not attended Recreation & Environment meetings.  
Councillor Clarke replied that he had only attended one formal meeting as a Borough Councillor and not as a Parish Councillor. This involved Jon Riddell of EBC looking at patches of land around the Borough and requesting a licence be given to West End Parish Council.  This was a confidential issue.  He said he did support the Parish Council on this option.  Other members of the public have suggested alternative sites from Botley Road but he had not really been involved any further.  The meeting on the 12th December with Steve Petterson was an informal chat and an e-mail should not have been circulated.  It took place because I was requested to meet up with Steve Petterson and he should not have circulated a report.  I suggest we should not go any further with this matter as this is a distraction and focus should be given to getting a skatepark.  Too much is reported at Recreation & Environment committee saying I am not doing anything.  We should be putting a lot more thought and energy into the skatepark.  Youth Club members have stated Moorgreen Road as a preferred site and members of the public have suggested Hatch Grange as a preferred site.  The Botley Road site needs to be given more thought once a licence has been signed.  Councillor Tennent and myself are not conspiring against a skatepark in West End.
Councillor Tennent commented that Councillor Clarke had covered his response with regard to the meeting with Steve Petterson.  I am not a member of the Recreation & Environment Committee and I was interested to see the report Steve Petterson had e-mailed.  I was surprised to see Minutes circulated as this was an informal chat with no Agenda.  Just because we are not members of the Recreation & Environment Committee does not mean that we are not able to vote on it at Full Parish.

Mr Annetts commented that there has been no animosity from R & E Committee members to sabotage the skatepark but Councillor Clarke has never voiced concern over these minutes, although he has done so with other committee minutes.

Councillor Hannen asked how the Parish Council would get opinions of other Councillors who are not on particular committees?  
The Clerk commented that in Steve Petterson’s defence, as he was not present at this meeting, he had produced notes of the meeting and not a formal report.

Councillor Clarke stated that he supported the skatepark 100% on the Botley Road site.

Councillor Turl commented that all discussions have been positive and lots of energy has come from the committee.

Mr Rolls

Commented that we appreciate support from other Councillors but are disappointed with the e-mail from Steve Petterson and felt it was not circulated to enough committee groups.

Mr Davis

Commented on the item at the meeting held on 14th December with regard to the Hilton Hotel.  He asked if local people are aware of a business plan for this development?  
Councillor Goodall replied that a public paper has been produced which is available on the Eastleigh Borough Council website.  The main points to note were:

· The loan is for Eastleigh Borough Council  to lease the land for 999 years
· A fixed sum of £29.5 million to buy the hotel and stadium buildings when they have been built.  The loan will be from the Co-op.  If the cost is more than the fixed sum the Co-op will fund the remainder.

· Revenue will come from the hotel.  The cricket will need the hotel to be viable but the hotel will not need the cricket.

· Eastleigh Borough Council will own the land and the Rose Bowl and Sanguine will run the facilities.

Councillor Clarke commented that other hotels will benefit as a 4 star hotel will boost benefits of other hotels on the site.

Mr Rolls

Commented that the Rose Bowl have announced a £900,000 loss.  What protection does the Council have in place to pay debtors?

Councillor Clarke said a main creditor is Sport England.  Also most of the business will come from the hotel and not the cricket.

Councillor Tennent commented that EBC are confident that if the Rose Bowl should go bust there will be other opportunities for the site.

Councillor Clarke added that this project will also generate more jobs in the area.
